Topic: Food

Level: End of the First Semester, Hindi 

Let us Meet for Lunch/Dinner

Overview: 

Context of the day – Students invite their friends for lunch or dinner.  

Teaching Aids:

Pictures /images of the Indian food items. 

Prime:  Teacher will review the previous vocabulary and grammar that the students require to handle this context. 

Presentation/Drill:

1. New Vocabulary related to food

2. Grammar points like Imperative, past tense and Habitual (including expressing likes and dislikes).

 Showing the images of food and acting out eating and drinking, the teacher demonstrates the new grammar and vocabulary. 

I will also use a folk-song (only refrain) to introduce various local food items and ask the students repeat after me. 

Before introducing the dialogue, I will check their vocabulary and new grammar. 

In the second part, I will presents the dialogue and writes on the board. And then, ask the students to repeat after him. 

Interactive Practice:

Two stages of Interactive Practice

1. Students role –play as Host and Guest

2. Students change roles 

Accountability:

Teacher will ask each Guest and Host about their experience of hosting or being a guest. 

Also, we can check their accountability by an interactive mode asking the third student to interview the host and the guest about their lunch/dinner. 

At this point, teacher will correct the errors too. 

Follow-up and Integration: 

1. Brain-storming for tomorrow: Planning to go to a Restaurant some time next week for a different activity ordering food and asking the details of the food etc .,

Home-work: Students make a journal entry about their lunch /dinner experience. 
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
