SASLI Lesson Planning Task (June 14, 2007)

Babu Suthar

Topic

: Fruit vocabulary in Gujarati.

Level

: Beginning Gujarati

Overview
: In this lesson the students will learn the vocabulary associated with fruits and their tastes.

Prime
: In the last lesson, the students have learnt a basic food vocabulary. I will write that vocabulary on the blackboard and ask them to read it collectively. Then I will pick up students at random and ask them to read selected words from the vocabulary. In the last lesson, the students have also learnt the differences between the two verbs, ભાવવું (bhaavvuN) and ગમવું (gamvuN), which means ‘to like’. However, ભાવવું is used to report the liking and disliking of food while ગમવું is used to report liking and disliking of a thing or a person.  I will pick up students at random and ask them to tell me about two items they ‘like’ and two items they do not ‘like’. 

Presentation
: Presentation will consist of the following activities:

1. Showing pictures of the fruits and describing them in Gujarati. 

2. Asking students to recite the fruit-names.

3. Reciting in various orders. 

4. Using negative/positive sentences: yes-no sentences.

5. Use ‘taste adjectives’ (ખાટું, તુરું, મીઠું, ગળ્યું, ફીક્કું) with fruit names.

Interactive Practice:

1. Distribute ‘fruit cards’ to students and ask them to talk about which fruits they like and which they do not like. 

2. Also ask them to tell why they like/dislike certain fruits.

3. Rearrange the student groups. Then ask them to talk about their first partner’s fruit taste to another. 

Accountability
:  

1.  Ask one or two students (depending on the size of the class) to tell the class about his/her and his/her partner’s fruit taste. 

2. Correct the general ‘errors’.

Follow up and Integration:  

1. Buying fruit from a local fruit seller (not from a departmental store). One student will be asked to play a role of a ‘fruit-wala’ (fruit seller) 

2. Inquiring about fruits’ taste.

3. Inquiring about fruit quality

4. Asking prices

5. Bargaining.
