Presentation/Drill:



First with the help of pictures, names of above mentioned items will be 


drilled. Then , with the help of  gestures[such as pointing towards oneself and then to one’s heart to suggest likink] and pictures phrases uch as: I like mango/ I don’t like mango, you like ‘potatoepeas’, do you like potatoe etc, will be  practiced.

Interactive Practice:



Find the person: Every  student will be given a role play cue: such as: ‘you like mango and chicken tikka, find the person with the same taste. One[and the same] cue will be given to two students. Students will as one other as to whether ‘do you like/don’t like such and such fruit or vegetable or dish.



If class is large then students will be divided in two [or more groups] and in every group two students will get the same cues.

Accountability:



Teacher will take cue cards back from some students[ pairs with same tastes ]and check if they have found the right person. 

Students will be given a sheet of paper with their names on it and pictures of food items against every name. Some food items will have inscription ‘like’ and some ‘don’t like’. Taking cue from this sheet every student will give statement about his/her taste/like and seek verification from some other student about his/her choice mentioned on the sheet.

Follow up and Integration:

-For homework, students will read from their book, about changes occur in other personal pronouns when  verb ‘to like’ is conjugated with them. After that they will do one relevant drill from the book.
