Lesson Plan

Level: Hindi Beginners (I semester)

Topic: Food


1 Overview: 

From this activity students will learn to converse with doctor and talk about his/ her/ friend’s illness, medicines and safety majors i.e. allergic to any particular medicine.

2 Prime:

There will be review of vocabulary related to sicknesses and symptoms that was practiced in the class when a student was not feeling well.

3 Presentation and Drill: 

I will present new material with the help of my TA and one student from the class  playing Dr., Patient and patient’s friend’s roles with visual objects using stethoscope, medicines (pills and syrup), TPR (breathing, lying, showing throat etc.) by using basic vocabulary.

There will be some basic questions related to probable causes of falling ill, and dos and don’ts. 

4 Practice:

I will divide the class into smaller groups of three each, and in that group one will act as doctor, another will play a patient role and another person will be the friend of the sick one who is taking care of him/ her and pretending to know more Hindi. 

5 Accountability:

At least two groups of the students will be chosen randomly and asked to demonstrate to skit or activity in front of everyone in Hindi. 

6. Followup:

Students will be assigned to write down a conversation between a doctor and a person who is taking care of a sick person including the condition of the patient’s allergies, necessary activities in the clinic and do’s and don’ts.

They will be asked to make a list of the vocabulary occurred in the skit and some new words which would have been good to have.
